- Political Causes (I1s1HIfd@ @RUT): Doctrine of Lapse (759 884 A1fd) under Lord
Dalhousie, annexation of princely states like Satara, Jhansi, and Awadh.

- Economic Causes (3nfe’hs PBRUT): Heavy taxation on peasants, destruction of

traditional handicrafts, economic exploitation by the British.

- Social and Religious Causes (ImTfSie 3R HIfifes BROT): Reforms seen as
interference in religious practices, like the abolition of Sati and the Widow
Remarriage Act, promotion of Christianity.

- Military Causes (¥=1 HRUT): Low pay, racial discrimination, use of greased
cartridges (rumored to contain cow and pig fat) in the Enfield rifle.




Immediate Introduction of Enfield rifle cartridges greased with animal fat, causing outrage

- Limited Resources and Communication (Hifid "dmeE 3R "9R): Poor coordination
and lack of resources compared to the British.

- British Superiority (fsféer 9isadr): Advanced military equipment, better strategy,
and use of divide-and-rule tactics.

- Local Support to British (fsifé2r @Y zem-ta awef[): Some Indian princes and groups
supported the British for their own benefits.

- Political Impact (IrsHifde WHTE): End of the East India Company'’s rule; India

- Administrative Changes (W2mifd@ 9fkad): Reorganization of the army, ending of
policies like the Doctrine of Lapse.
