The pact was signed on March 5, 1931, between Mahatma Gandhi and the
then Viceroy of India, Lord Irwin.

7. Pandya Dynasty (4th century BCE - 1345 CE, Revival Period) / Uisd 42f
e The Pandyas promoted Tamil literary works, especially during the Sangam age.

e Many literary texts, poems, and religious works were produced under their patronage,

including Tiruvilaiyadal Puranam / fasfderarse qrrom.
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
