How many sports are played at the Khelo India Games?

The Khelo India Youth Games began in 2018 with 18 sports - athletics, archery, badminton,
basketball, boxing, football, gymnastics, hockey, judo, kabaddi, kho kho, wrestling, weightlifting,
tennis, table tennis, volleyball, swimming and shooting.

In 2020, when KIYG were held in Guwahati, Assam, it had 20 sports.

Five more sports - gatka, kalaripayattu, thang-ta, mallakhamb and yogasana - were added to the
programme for the 2021 edition, extending the list to 25.

In 2022, water sports -- with disciplines like canoeing, kayaking and rowing -- was added to the list.
Competitions in the KIYG are held in the Under-17 and Under-21 categories for both boys and girls.

Khelo India Centres

The Khelo India Centres initiative aims to strengthen the sports infrastructure in India. It does this by
supporting an existing sports training facility by offering financial support and support staff and
equipment among other things. This comes under the Khelo India State Centres of Excellence (KISCE)
scheme. The Khelo India Centres drive does this at a grassroots level.
