e Kamal Narain Singh was the shortest-serving Chief Justice Of India, he held the Supreme Court Office as
CJl just for 17 days from 21st November 1991 to 12th December 1991.

e Justice Y. V. Chandrachud is the longest-serving Chief Justice in India, who served 2696 days. (Yeshwant
Vishnu Chandrachud was the 16th Chief Justice of India, serving from 22 February 1978 to the day he
retired on 11 July 1985.)

e Fatimah Beevi was the first woman judge, as well as the first woman Supreme Court Judge of India. She
was from Kerala and held the office of the Supreme Court of India from 6 October 1989 to 29 April 1992.

e At present (feburary 2023), there are 34 SC judges in India including the Chief Justice of India. (Total
sanctioned strength is 34 including CJI).
