Concepts about Rig Vedic Age
* Tribal institutions like Sabha, Samiti, Vidhata and
Gana were important assemblies.

* The first evidence of Varna division comes from the
Purushsukta sloka in the tenth Mandal of the Rig
Ved.

* The Varna system was present, but it was mobile
* The cow was considered as a precious asset
* Rig Veda mentions 40 rivers.

* The Nadisukta hymn of the Rig Veda mentions 21
rivers which include the Ganges in the east and the
Kubha (Kabul) in the west.



Concepts about Rig Vedic Age
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The Four Vedas

- Rigveda is the oldest Veda.

- It is divided into ten books (known as mandalas).

Rigveda - It also includes Vishvamitra's famous Gayatri mantra and the Purusha Shukta prayer
(the story of Primal Man).
- The Rigvedic Priest was known as Hotri.
- It is essentially a manual for the Adhvaryu priest, who was responsible for almost all
ritualistic tasks in a sacrifice.

Yajurveda

- It is principally in prose form.

- It has been divided into two sections: the earlier "black" and the more recent "white".
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- The Samaveda is the shortest of all the four Vedas.

- The Samaveda is a collection of Rigvedic verses organised in the form of poetry to

Samaveda . _—

facilitate singing.

- The Samaveda is specially intended for the Udagatar priest.

- The Atharvaveda is a compilation of magical spells and charms that are used to ward off
Atharvaveda evil spirits and diseases.

- The Atharva Veda is the latest and contains hymns (some from the Rig Veda).
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Each Veda has four parts: Samhitas, Brahmanas, Aranyakas, and Upanishads.

- The Samhitas are the most ancient part of the Vedas.
Samhitas
- It contains mantras, prayers, litanies and hymns to God.

- The Brahmanas are prose interpretations of the Samhita chapters.
Brahmanas
- It gives details and explanations of sacrificial rituals and their outcome.
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- The Aranyakas are texts on forest life.

Aranyakas

- It interprets sacrificial rituals in a symbolic and philosophical way.

- There are 108 Upanishads, 13 of which are considered the most significant.
Upanishads They contain a great variety of philosophical ideas about sacrifice, the body, and the

universe.

- They are most closely associated with the concepts of Atman and Brahman.

Religion in the Rig Vedic Period

» Deities: There were 33 gods, categorized into three groups: terrestrial, aerial,
and celestial. The most important deities included:

* Indra (250 hymns): The warlord god and rain god, also known as Purandara
("destroyer of fort").

Agni (200 hymns): The fire god, intermediary between gods and people.
Varuna: God of water, upholder of Rita (the natural order).

Surya (Sun): Worshiped in five forms: Surya, Savitri, Mitra, Pushan, and
Vishnu.

Savitri: God of light, addressed in the Gayatri Mantra.

Soma: A plant associated with a potent drink used in sacrifices, later
identified with the moon.

Religious Life of Early Vedic Period

- Indra, Agni, Varuna, Mitra, Dyaus,
Pushana, Yama, Soma, etc are all
male gods.

- Many goddesses, such as Ushas,
Sarasvati, and Prithvi, hold

secondary positions in the pantheon.

- The most frequently mentioned
god in the Rigveda is Indra.

- In sacrifices, hymns and prayers
were recited, and these yajnas were
typically performed by priests.

- The sacrificial ritual also resulted in
the expansion and development of
knowledge of mathematics and
animal anatomy.

Religious Life of Later Vedic Period

- Vishnu and Rudra, who were minor deities in the
Rigveda, rose to prominence.

- Pushan, who used to protect cattle, became the
Shudra god.

- Important yajnas included ashvamedha, vajapeya,
and rajasuya.

- Toward the end of this period, a strong reaction
against priestly dominance over the complexities of
the yajnas led to the formulation of a philosophical
doctrine that is laid out in the Upanishads.

Haryanka Dynasty
Bimbisara (542-493 BC):
o First major ruler of Magadha; patron of Buddhism.
o Capital: Rajagriha (Girivraja).
o Used dynastic marriages for alliances.
e Sent physician Jivaka to Ujjain to ally with King Pradyota of Avanti.

e Annexed Anga Mahajanapada.

e Strong administrative system with 80,000 village heads (gramikas).

Ajatashatru (492-460 BC):
e Overthrew and killed his father Bimbisara.
» Expanded Magadha by defeating Kosala and Vaishali.

e Contemporary of the Buddha.

Udayin (460-444 BC):
e Succeeded Ajatashatru, ruled for 16 years.
e Moved the capital to Pataliputra.

e Last ruler Nagadasaka overthrown by his viceroy Shishunaga.
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Shishunaga Dynasty

Shishunaga annexed Avanti (Ujjain) and other janapadas to Magadha.
Shifted capital to Vaishali; son Kalashoka moved it back to Pataliputra.

Kalashoka hosted the 2nd Buddhist Council in 383 BC at Vaishali.

Nanda Dynasty

Founded by Mahapadma Nanda from a Shudra lineage.
Controlled territory from the Beas River to the Bay of Bengal.
Called "destroyer of all Kshatriyas"; overthrew various dynasties.
Jain ministers like Kalpaka and Sakatala in his court.

Greatest rulers of Magadha; last ruler was Dhanananda.
Contemporary of Alexander the Great.

Later rulers were weak, leading to the rise of the Maurya dynasty.
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Alexander's Invasion (327-325 BC)

o After defeating Darius lll, Alexander crossed the Hindukush into north-western India in 327
BC.

e Ambhi, king of Taxila, submitted to Alexander.
» Battle of Hydaspes (Jhelum): Porus was defeated but reinstated by Alexander.

o Alexander's army refused to cross the Beas River, avoiding a clash with the Nandas.

Established Greek settlements; died in 323 BC in Babylon.

Impacts

Direct contact between India and Greece.

o Historical records by Alexander’s historians.
e Seeds of Indo-Bactrian and Parthian states.
e Greek influence on Gandhara art and architecture.

e Discovery of new land and sea routes.
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Chandragupta Maurya (322-298 BC)

Overthrew Dhananand and liberated India from Greek rule.

Founded the Mauryan Empire with Chanakya's help.

Unified North India, including Andhra, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Gujarat.
Defeated Seleucus Nicator in 305 BC.

Greek ambassador Megasthenes visited his court.

Embraced Jainism, abdicated the throne, and went to Shravanabelagola.

Died by voluntary starvation (Sallekhana) at Shravanabelagola.
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Second Ruler of the Mauryan Empire — Bindusara

Son of Chandragupta; known as Amitrochates (Amitraghata) by Greeks.

Followed the Ajivika sect, founded by Makhali Gosala, disregarding 'karma.’
Maintained good relations with Antiochus | of Syria; received ambassador Deimachus.
Requested Antiochus for sweet wine, dried figs, and a philosopher.

Described as "conqueror of the land between two seas."

Divyavadana mentions a revolt in Taxila, suppressed by Ashoka, then viceroy of Ujjain.
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Third Ruler of the Mauryan Empire — Ashoka

Ashoka ascended the throne in 269 BC after eliminating rivals, aided by Radhagupta.

Fought the Kalinga War in 261 BC, deeply moved by its horrors, shifted from conquest to

cultural propagation.

Became a Buddhist under Mogaliputta Tissa, who presided over the 3rd Buddhist Council in
250 BC at Pataliputra.

Sent Buddhist missionaries to Sri Lanka, South India, Burma, and beyond; sent peace

ambassadors to Greek kingdoms.
Ashoka retained Kalinga, integrated it into his empire, and did not disband the army.

His rule unified most of the subcontinent except the extreme south; important provinces

included Taxila, Ujjain, Pataliputra, Tosali, and Suvarnagiri.
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Dhamma of Ashoka:

Ashoka, though a Buddhist, promoted moral principles called 'Dhamma.’

Four main principles: Tolerance, Non-violence, Good Conduct, and Welfare.
Appointed officers called 'Dhamma Mahamatras' for spreading Dhamma.

His daughter Sanghmitra went to Sri Lanka for women's conversion to Buddhism.

Dhamma was about tolerance, not a sectarian faith.

e Contemporary to Patanjali; mentioned in Banabhatta's Harshacharita.

Agnimitra (149-141 BCE)

o Subject of Kalidasa's play Malavikagnimitram about his love with Princess Malvika.

Samudragupta (c. 335/336 — 375 CE)

» Followed a policy of warfare and conquest.

» Allahabad Pillar Inscription (Prayaga-Prashasti), written by court poet Harisena, details his

achievements.
e The inscription is on the same pillar as Ashoka's edicts.

o His rule extended over a large part of India, from Punjab and Nepal to the Pallava kingdom in

Kanchipuram.
 Minted coins depicting the Ashvamedha (horse sacrifice) symbolizing restoration.

o Titled Kaviraja (king among poets) for his poetic skills.

Chandragupta ll (c. 376 — 413/415 CE)

Indirectly ruled the Vakataka kingdom through his daughter Prabhavati's marriage to

Rudrasenalll.
Seized control of western Malwa and Gujarat from the Shakas.

The iron pillar at Mehrauli (Delhi) inscription indicates his kingdom covered northwestern

India and Bengal.

Adopted titles Simhavikrama and Vikramaditya, symbolizing strength and power.
Minted silver, copper, and gold coins (Dinaras), often referred to as Chandra.

The Udaigiri cave inscriptions mention his Digvijaya (world conquest).

His court included nine renowned intellectuals known as the Navratnas (nine gems).

Kumaraguptal (c. 415 - 455 CE)

e Assumed titles Shakraditya and Mahendraditya.
e Performed Ashvamedha sacrifices.
o Established Nalanda University, a globally recognized institution.

e Notable inscriptions: Karandanda, Mandsor Bilsad, and Damodar Copper Plate inscriptions.

Skandagupta (c. 455 - 467 CE)

e Assumed the title Vikramaditya.
e Junagarh/Girnar inscription by governor Parnadata mentions repairing Sudarshan Lake.

e After his death, successors like Purugupta, Kumaragupta Il, Buddhagupta,
Narasimhagupta, Kumaragupta lll, and Vishnugupta struggled to protect the Gupta Empire

from the Huns.
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Harshavardhana (606-647 AD)

e Pushyabhutis rose to prominence under Harsha, ruling a vast kingdom similar to the Gupta:

e Sources:

e Literary: Bana's Harshacharita and Hsuan Tsang's Si-Yu-Kki.

» Epigraphical: Madhuban copper plate, Sonpa inscription, Banskhera copper plate,

Nalanda clay seals.

o Sakalauttarapathanatha: United his kingdom with his sister Rajyashri's; shifted capital to

Kanauij, titled lord of the north.



Expansion: Attempted expansion in the Deccan, but defeated by Pulakesin Il (Chalukya

Hsuan Tsang: Chinese traveler, impressed by Harsha's support for Buddhism; studied in

Kanau,.

Capital Shift Reason: Thanesar was vulnerable to northern threats; Kanauj was agriculturally

prosperous.
Avalokitesvara Bodhisattva: Accepted titles Rajputra and Siladitya based on advice.

Alliance with Maitrakas: Married his daughter to Dhruvabhata of Maitraka; Valabhi became a

subordinate ally.
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
