‘Padma Bhushan’ for distinguished service of high order and ‘Padma Shri’ for distinguished
service in any field. The awards are announced on the occasion of Republic Day every year.
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2. These Awards are conferred by the President of India at ceremonial functions which
are held at Rashtrapati Bhawan usually around March/ April every year. For the year 2023,
the President has approved conferment of 106 Padma Awards including 3 duo cases (in a duo
case, the Award is counted as one) as per list below.
